Local Indian Treatment Clinic
Thanks OneWorld Health

The letter below was written by Dr. Sanjay Kumar Verma MBBS, MD, a

practicing pediatrician whose clinic was one of IOWH's clinical trial sites for

visceral leishmaniasis (kala-azar) in the Sitamarhi district of Bibar State, India.

ank you for giving me an opportunity to participate as a study investigator
for the treatment of kala-azar with Paromomycin. In the year since
our site in Sitamarhi was initiated as a treatment site, 234 patients
suspected for kala-azar were screened and 82 patients were treated.
| feel privileged and proud to be treating poor patients with kala-azar
and extending the best possible patient care services in Sitamarhi.
As a study investigator, I found Paromomycin to be an excellent
drug for kala-azar as no signi cant adverse e ects have been seen
and patients start feeling well within three to four days of treatment.

e training imparted by iOWH supported us in
building on the existing clinical capacity of the site
by helping us appreciate the importance of Universal
Precaution and Waste Management practices in
dispensing better health care services and providing
improved patient care. It enabled us to adopt a
methodical and scienti ¢ approach to the treatment
process and proper maintenance of medical records
for the study patients.

e patients welcome the time and care given during
treatment and value the treatment procedure involving
safety measures such as use of gloves, washing of hands,
and cleansing of injection sites. e patient education
information and detailed patient exam conducted each
day after the injections further strengthened the
patient-doctor relationship.

Since many of the patients live far from the treatment
centers, the guest house secured by iOWH near the
clinics where the patient and family may stay during
the treatment are immensely bene cial and crucial
to the compliance of the treatment. We received
program exposure, learnt process detailing, earned
goodwill of the patients and hence consider ourselves
immensely bene ted from the association.

I wish to thank iOWH on behalf of our site and
patients for providing a viable treatment alternative for
kala-azar in Paromomycin, for their help and guidance,
and for enabling us to better serve our patients.
